We are often asked to recommend books to help people understand the
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myriad issues around race. Our Hidden Conversations, by Peabody Award-
winning journalist Michele Norris, is such a book. It is unlike any book you’ve
ever read. It provides a window into what Americans really think about race
and identity. It will be eye-opening to you, regardless of your experience or
perspectives.  
  
Through her decade-long work at the Race Card Project, Michele Norris
unearthed a transformative dialogue on race and identity. She began by
asking people to condense their thoughts about race to just six words. Over
half a million people responded to her. Submissions were originally on post
cards and later by computer. Some people shared the backstory of their six-
word choice. Their stories reveal fear, pain, anger, exhaustion, triumph, and
sometimes humor.  
  
Many of the stories were submitted by white respondents and people of
ethnic groups often overlooked in conversations about race. The outcome is
this amazing book filled with poignant statements, candid stories, richly
reported essays and photographs spanning all the dimensions of race,
ethnicity, identity, and class. It is a book that will open eyes and spark
conversations. Hopefully, it will empower people to move forward, interacting
with each other as individuals; people who can work together to build bridges
of understanding and even empathy.  

SUCCESSFUL ARJ THEATRE EVENTS  

ARJ enjoyed an excellent turnout for our two winter live theatre programs. A
pre-play talk was provided for “North – The Musical”, Ashli St. Armant’s
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powerful musical about a teenage boy and his mother who escape slavery in
the Deep South through the Underground Railroad. Presenters included Ms.
St. Armant; Rev. Stacy Evans, Chairperson of Quindaro Ruins Townsite
Project and Senior Pastor at African Methodist Episcopal Church; and Dr.
James Leiker, History and Political Science Professor at Johnson County
Community College. They discussed the history and importance of the
Kansas Underground Railroad and the Black experience.  

A post-play discussion was provided for KC Rep’s production of “Nina
Simone: Four Women” by playwright Christina Ham. The play imagines how
the iconic songstress reacted to the historic, horrific moment in 1963 when
the 16th Street Baptist Church in Birmingham, Alabama was bombed,
resulting in the deaths of four young girls. Simone is joined by three other
women, who are also dealing with the trauma of that event. Each individual’s
perspective is shaped by the pervasive and persistent racism enacted against
Black women in America. Associate Director Teresa Leggard and actor
Brittney Mack (who portrayed Sweet Thing; both shown in photo above),
along with Director of Education/Community Programs Melinda
McCrary, discussed the challenges of presenting the complex Black women
characters and the various production aspects of the play.
